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Founded at a crossroads between Los Angeles and the infamous Inland Empire, emith (“the good life”) is an original fusion of the old and new, of humor and sadness, of the pristine and the profane.  The band plays both as an acoustic duo, featuring songwriter Carol Ann Ives on vocals and guitar, and highly respected guitarist Stevie Gurr (Dr. John, Elvin Bishop, and others) on guitar, bass and harmonica, and also as a full band supplemented by a rotating group of favorites on bass, keyboards and drums.

emith’s sound taps on a broad array of musical history, with influences as wide-ranging as early blues, brit-pop, art rock, folk ballads, and country rock ‘n’ roll.  Described as Fleetwood Mac meets acoustic Led Zeppelin with touches of Aimee Mann, Emmylou Harris, and BB King, all in one edgy sandwich, there is little musical territory into which the duo does not venture. The duo is a popular choice on the house concert circuit, but has also appeared in festivals as large as Summerfest.
emith has recently completed their full-length studio album “13 Seasons,” which is scheduled for release on St. Patrick’s Day, March 17, 2009.  The album ranges from warm, lush rootsy pieces, through eccentric bohemian pop, all the way to epic ballads, and features a number of highly-respected LA-based players, as well as the production talents of bassist Sheldon Gomberg (Warren Zevon, Five for Fighting, Beck) and the mixing talents of Gary Platt (Sons of Champlin, Bon Jovi, Adrian Belew).  The album is a follow-on to the limited release 2003 EP "Connecting".
A national press and radio promotion campaign is underway.
